Financial Interest Statements 
The deadline for filing Statements of Financial Interest is May 1. All current public officials (plus those who left 
office last year) and certain public employees must file in accordance with the State Ethics Law. Public 
employees who must file include positions involved with: contracting or procurement; administering or 
monitoring grants or subsidies; planning or zoning; inspecting, licensing, regulating or auditing any person or any 
other activity where the official action has an economic impact of greater than a de minimis nature on the 
interests of any person.” The forms are also available at the State Ethics Commission’s web site at 
www.ethics.state.pa.us. PSAB will be sending additional information in a Q & A format to each borough office. 
 
Sustainable Water Infrastructure Task Force 
Recognizing the substantial need for funding to improve water and wastewater infrastructure, Governor 
Rendell recently appointed members to the Sustainable Water Infrastructure Task Force. The Task Force is 
charged with providing a report by October 1, 2008 that analyzes the issues related to long-term infrastructure 
financing and offers recommendations for the resolution of these issues. PSAB in cooperation with several 
agency, legislative and association designees met for the first time on April 14 to begin the discussion. For 
background information on the Task Force, visit the DEP website at www.depweb.state.pa.us and click on 
Sustainable Water Infrastructure Task Force under Hot Topics.
